THE BIG “M”: LET’S PONDER THE DYNAMICS OF MOTIVATION IN EFL CLASSES

ABSTRACT  -  Motivation is a must in any activity involving a group or class. Any task-based activity mainly relies on its participants: teachers and students. They are the effect of learning and the cause for their own learning. It is essential that we try to motivate our students at all cost as the value of this should never be underestimated. Students who are highly motivated stand a better chance of achieving the goals and objectives set and can also create a positive classroom climate.

D: Keep ‘em busy by Rocio de Miguel
This workshop will let you experience dynamic activities designed to motivate intermediate students to practice and learn English in a collaborative way. You will also be able to reflect upon what elements of the activities presented entice students to participate actively even when they are quiet and thinking.

Rocío de Miguel has taught English for 14 years. In addition to her Royal Society of Arts Diploma for Overseas Teachers of English from the University of Cambridge, England, she was awarded a BA in Business Administration from the Pan-American University in Brownsville, Texas. She has been a teacher trainer for the British Council for the ICELT program in the states of Jalisco, Colima and Aguascalientes. She has developed materials for the Self Access Language Laboratory for the ITESO University and she is a certified oral examiner for Cambridge Exams.

Currently she teaches at the ITESO University in Guadalajara and is studying the MA in English Language Teaching from the University College Plymouth St. Mark and St. John. Her current interests focus on e-tutoring and teacher training.

A: Grammar as idea: Concept attainment instruction in the EFL classroom by Wade Alley
This Workshops will show teachers how to use the Concept Attainment method of instruction in their classrooms. After a brief demonstration and step-by-step instructions, teachers will learn how to plan, and then give a lesson that engourages students to develop their own rules and ideas about a grammar point.
Wade Alley teaches English and German at the Universidad del Valle de Mexico in Guadalajara. He holds an M.A in Foreign Languages with emphasis in German literature and culture from Illinois State University. Wade’s teaching interests also incluye technology and instructional design and language instruction  using distance learning platforms.

We’ll go over the role of the online tutor, and look at students’ testimonies as well as take a glimpse at what the future may hold for online learning.

D: Enhancing motivation through games by Alejandra Bricio and Enriqueta Villa
This presentation aims to provide the results of action research conucted in a private university using games as motivators. The overall purpose of this research was to investigate the effectiveness of games in EFL classes to increase students’ motivation. We will discuss how the information was collected, how variables were controlled and the types of games used Turing the research. Finally, there is an análisis of the results, and implications for improvement of the research.

Alejandra Bricio holds a B.A in teaching English from the University of Guadalajara and has taught for many years in a wide range of contexts. Moreover, she has experience in teaching different age learners.
