Let them write blogs:  the literacy revolution
Email, Facebook, Twitter, texting, instant messaging, blogging... what is happening to reading and writing in this age of technology?  In this talk I'll first discuss some of the different opinions about these contemporary forms of text.  There are those who see technology as reviving our reading and writing abilities and others who see it as having a negative effect on literacy, even going so far as to suggest that the Internet is changing the way our brains work.  Then, we'll look at what this new literacy means for teachers of English, and particularly for teachers in Mexico.  We’ll focus especially on the important concepts of audience and interactivity and think about how these two notions can help learners to become more engaged with reading and writing.  
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
