Teaching teens – what on earth makes them tick?

Who would deny that success in the foreign language class depends to a large degree on meaningful tasks and the implementation of communicative teaching objectives? As teachers of teenagers, however, we often experience that 

the realization of such basic requirements are not enough if we really want to reach out to our students. In this session, a model will be presented that aims to develop the students’ critical thinking skills and their interpersonal and intrapersonal intelligences, while also guaranteeing a higher level of personal investment and more serious involvement from our students.
