Title:  Should we be teaching pronunciation?  Yes, but rhythm comes first!
        This lively and informative plenary address introduces and then

moves quickly beyond current controversies in the teaching of pronunciation.  While using the concept of *rhythm* as a focal point, Dr. Murphy will illustrate many enjoyable ways to teach stress, rhythm, and intonation that will be of interest to all practicing teachers.  Some of these ways incorporate the use of body language, physical gestures, and even dance steps while working on the rhythm of spoken English.  As part of the plenary, John will briefly summarize his own research in teaching stress patterns of both everyday vocabulary and academic vocabulary to English language learners.  The plenary will focus on practical ways of incorporating the results of this research at the levels of curriculum design, lesson planning, and classroom activities.  One example will be systematic procedures for enhancing learners' speech intelligibility by getting students to use less

familiar vocabulary productively in their speech.  When we focus on rhythm first, teaching pronunciation becomes even more enjoyable for

everyone involved.
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
